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The 2023-24 Tasmanian state budget was delivered on Thursday,
May 25.

Deputy Premier and Treasurer Michael Ferguson said “It delivers significant
cost of living relief, along with record investment into health, housing
and education, together with a strong pipeline of infrastructure delivery”.

Various projects in Kingborough and Huon Valley have received funding.
The Kingborough Child Family Learning Centre (CFLC) will completed

as part of the $28 million investment for six new CFLCs. 
Minister Ferguson said the new centre at East Tamar is already open

and construction is well advanced on the centres in Waratah-Wynyard
and West Ulverstone.

“The remaining centres at Sorell, Kingborough and Glenorchy are expected
to be completed by the end of the year,” Minister Ferguson said.

The state budget has invested in Kingborough and Huon infrastructure including

$52.5 million towards the $60 million Algona Road Interchange and duplication of the
Kingston Bypass, $21.7 million towards the Channel Highway Bypass of Huonville (Huon
Link Road) and $5.5 million for the new slip lane at the Huntingfield roundabout.

“We will invest almost $5 billion in job-creating infrastructure across the next four

years, including $2.2 billion in new and upgraded roads and bridges across Tasmania,”
Minister Ferguson said.

$2.59 million has been committed to supporting the Bruny Island ferry service and
$1.565 million for the continuation of the Cape Bruny project to improve vehicle
access and car parking facilities with upgrades to day-use areas.

$30 million has been invested towards the next stage of the Kingston Health Centre.

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Last week, a group of Taroona High School
students joined representatives from Natural
Resource Management South (NRM South) to
witness the final step in the reef construction
process - seeding with juvenile oysters.

This marks the culmination of an 18-month project to
construct two hectares of shellfish reefs at two sites in
the Derwent Estuary and D’Entrecasteaux Channel. 

NRM South’s Marine and Water Program Manager
Jennifer Hemer said that the completion of the new oys-
ter reefs at Helliwells Point in Woodbridge and Dixons
Beach in Taroona was an exciting step in the reef
restoration process.  

“The oysters will eventually form complex structures
that will provide habitat for a variety of marine species,”
Jennifer said.

“Oysters are also filter feeders and will begin filtering
the waters around them as soon as they are settled.”

The Nature Conservancy’s Oceans Restoration Lead
Simon Branigan said working with NRM South and the
local community on restoring shellfish reefs in Tasmania
was of special importance.

“We are restoring shellfish reefs across Australia with
the aim of bringing this once thriving ecosystem back
from the brink of extinction,” Simon said.

“Seeing the reef restoration work come to completion in
Tasmania is a major milestone for our whole program.”

As for the local students, they are excited that their
school is on the doorstep of a newly restored ecosystem,
and that this initiative has taught them more about our
nation’s lost shellfish reefs.

As many of the students enjoy snorkelling in the area,
they are looking forward to seeing new species as the
reef establishes. 

Ongoing regular monitoring of the reefs will track the
health of the reefs and the species on and around them.

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A number of scalefish species have recently been assessed as depleted or depleting by the Institute
for Marine and Antarctic Studies, including southern calamari, striped trumpeter, bastard trumpeter,
blue warehou, southern garfish and jackass morwong.

Of concern is the depleted status of sand flathead, which is the most popular recreational fish in Tasmania.
Primary Industries and Water Minister Jo Palmer said the government was proposing changes to scalefish rules

to protect the fishery for future generations.
“We must make decisions today that will help our children tomorrow, and that includes ensuring the long-term

sustainability of our fisheries,” Minister Palmer said.
“The proposed rule changes are out for public consultation and include reviewing fish size and bag limits

for depleted/depleting species; introducing two new limited commercial calamari licence types; reviewing
recreational gillnetting arrangements; and introducing registration of charter fishing operations and reporting
requirements.”

Minister Palmer said in addition to the proposed rule changes, immediate interim measures have been introduced
to protect the future of sand flathead.

“The science tells us we must act now and that is exactly why I have increased the minimum size limit of sand
flathead from 32 to 35 centimetres and introduced a new statewide bag limit of 10 sand flathead for recreational
fishers,” Minister Palmer said.

The interim measures came into effect last month and will remain in place until the new scalefish fishery rules
are implemented on November 1, 2023.

“Come along and hear about a great group of volunteer

engineers and therapists who have used their
professional skills to work by inventing and manufacturing
solutions to problems for people using mobility aids,” Cr
Wriedt said.

“Think modified bicycles for kids with physical disabilities
or customised alterations to aids which can improve and
prolong independence for people using a variety of aids. 

“This will be an uplifting talk about what can be achieved
when professional skills and heart are brought together
and how great skills can be given new life in retirement.”

The August 1 talk will be a Voice to Parliament information
session.

“If you would like to learn more about issues related
to the Voice to Parliament referendum, August’s talk,
presented by Reconciliation Tasmania, will provide
important information on both sides of the debate with
ample time for questions,” Cr Wriedt said.
