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The federal government is making good on their election
commitment to deliver just over $3 million to upgrading the
Kingborough Lions facilities at Lightwood Park.
Member for Franklin the Hon Julie Collins approached

Kingborough Lions United Football Club (KLUFC) last year with a
commitment to match the state government’s $3 million.
A funding agreement is now in place with KLUFC.
“With the Matildas inspiring a next generation of football stars, I am

proud to be part of a government that is providing the facilities
Tasmanians need to realise their sporting dreams,” said Minister Collins.
It forms part of a $6,574,716 project, which is a multi-stage

development of the Kingborough Lions Football facilities and the

Kingborough Council ground at Lightwood Park.
This funding helps to secure the future of football in Tasmania

which is one of the largest participation sports in the state, with
around 38,000 registered players and growing. 
The project is being funded under the Investing in Our Communities

Program.
“This program is about delivering community priorities that assist

communities to build on their strengths and improve liveability,” said
Minister for Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and
Local Government Catherine King. 
“And that’s exactly what the upgrade to Kingborough Lions facilities

at Lightwood Park is about.” 

When the funding commitment was announced last year, there
were hopes it could be used to establish Lightwood Park as a 
base camp for the 2023 FIFA Women’s World Cup.
Whilst Lightwood Park made it to the final stages of the selection

process, it was ultimately decided against using it as a base camp
as there were no games held in Tasmania. 
“The World Cup was the catalyst, but it’s all about the legacy,”

president of KLUFC Brian Downes said. 
The funding will provide for future generations of club members.
Brian said the club was very grateful to the state and federal

governments, and to Ministers Julie Collins and Nic Street for their
involvement in funding upgrades to the facilities.

Funding progresses Lightwood Park upgrades

Kingborough Council and Kingston Police have teamed up to
encourage the community to report all crimes, no matter how
small, to the Tasmanian Police.

Inspector Colin Riley from Kingston Police said from a policing 

perspective, Kingborough is one of the safest communities.
“Police cannot be everywhere all the time, and we need the 

community to help us by reporting incidents,” Inspector Riley said.
“Please don’t be nervous or concerned about reporting matters to

police, we want to hear from you - your information can assist us in
keeping our community safe. 
“Non-urgent matters can be reported to the Police Assistance Line

on 131 444, where they will be triaged for urgency and attended to.”  
Cr Wriedt said Inspector Riley attends the Council’s Community

Safety in an advisory capacity. 
“It is terrific to have Inspector Riley on this committee as he 

provides valuable insight and advice on how Council and community
can address safety issues particular to Kingborough,” she said. 
Kingborough’s Safety Committee meet up every two months to

discuss safety issues in the community.
Kingborough Mayor Paula Wriedt and Kingston Police Inspector Colin Riley encourage the community to report all crimes,
no matter how small, to the police.

Dear Editor,
As an addition to Keith Anderson’s (August 8) letter to the

editor regarding wheelie bins (rubbish bins), while all ideas
are worth considering, a few years back in the 90s this
problem of bins being blown around caught my attention.

Firstly, a gust of wind threw two bins into my lane
while driving, causing quite a problem obviously, and
another time, a fairly low gust blew a bin onto one of my
new cars, denting it, in the early 2000s.  

This caused me to really think about the design of the
bins (which seem to have not changed in 30 or so
years, if not more).

Here is my take on some design ideas to minimise
wind issues.  

The bin could be designed as a cylinder, with a sud-
den diameter change about half-way up (like a stag-
gered cup, skyscrapers use this idea to ‘trick/diffuse’

wind dynamics), while also designing into the mould of
the bin those stipple/small wing type protrusions you
sometimes see on the rear of the roof of performance
cars, and also smaller types on wing mirrors, which also
trick/diffuse wind.

I worked in computer science and did a lot of 
programming/computer modelling, and also got my
pilot’s licence back in my early 20s, so aerodynamics
and computer modelling were a hobby of mine, and
based on some modelling I feel that these changes
could possibly lessen the wind issue on bins some-
where between 40 per cent to 60 per cent while the
bin is standing, and possibly even more-so once the
bin has fallen over (and I feel the issue of wind and an
already fallen bin is possibly the bigger issue, so these
design changes possibly influence stopping that prob-
lem a fair amount).  

Of course, this is modelled by me as an individual, and
I obviously realise a team of designers would be able to
confirm or not if these changes would be worthwhile.  

I believe the changes would help a lot.  
I also understand that these design changes would not

100 per cent fix the issue; any gains are worthwhile,
especially if they have a major impact.

While I am not 100 per cent sure, making changes to
the bins’ shape as I describe should not add cost to
making the newly designed bins, replacing them as
older ones become unusable.

At least there is discussion on the issue, but I also want
to be clear, the current wheelie bin/pick up system should
be respected, and never taken for granted, as it really is
so important to society, and is a very good system.

There is no doubt that the current economic market
cycle is creating uncertainty when it comes to
planning for retirement.

The likelihood of entering recession will become

more apparent over the coming months, consequently
we might see heightened levels of financial market
volatility as the RBA releases economic information. 
During recession, generally some assets classes do

better than others.
