Bury me naturally

Kingborough Council approved the use of section
of the North West Bay Cemetery for natural burials
at the recent Council meeting.

Deputy Mayor Clare Glade-Wright said having a
section of the cemetery dedicated to environmentally
friendly burials was what a lot of people were seeking.

“Natural burials involve burying the deceased in a way
that promotes natural decomposition and minimises
harm to the environment,” Cr Glade-Wright said.

“Choosing a natural burial means that a person is

: buried without the use of chemicals and that any coffin,

if used has to be free of plastic and be biodegradable.

There are a few councils in Tasmania that have natural
burial cemeteries.

Burnie City Council was the first to allow this practice
in 2016.

The Kingston Cemetery has a section in which burials
are integrated into native bushland, with coffins made of
untreated and unpainted timber.

Whilst this is a more environmentally sustainable
option than a traditional burial, it does not meet all the
criteria for a natural burial.

Graves for natural burials are dug to a depth of one
metre to allow greater decomposition of the body by
worms and soil bacteria, as opposed to a depth of
1.82m in a traditional grave.

“There has recently been an increase in community
interest in wanting a natural burial in Kingborough, and
this is partly prompted by our Community Services
teams and the very informative sessions held about
death and dying,” Cr Glade-Wright said.

“Given the community interest for natural burials it is
appropriate that Council provides a dedicated site to
enable the practice, which we have now decided will be
at North West Bay cemetery.

“Council is open to looking at our other cemeteries
and whether they would be good sites for natural
burials.”

Pension hoosted
hut more needed
for those In need

From September 20 the Age Pension, Veteran
Payment, Disability Support Pension and Carer
Payment will receive an increase because of
indexation.

The maximum rate of the single Age Pension will rise
by $32.70 per fortnight (taking it from $1064 to
$1096.70) and for couples, by $49.40 per fortnight
(taking their combined payment from $1604 to
$1653.40).

National Seniors Australia Chief Advocate lan
Henschke said while people who rely on the Age
Pension will welcome the increase, under the current
system pensioners are still behind, especially when
inflation is unusually high.

Several other government payments will also be
increased on September 20 in line with announcements
made in the May budget.

Single JobSeeker payment recipients will receive a
base payment of $749.20 per fortnight, a $56.10
increase.

For JobSeeker recipients aged 55-59 unemployed for
more than nine months, the payment increase will be
$96.10 per fortnight.

There will be a 15 per cent increase to Commonwealth
Rent Assistance.

The maximum rate for a single renter will rise by
$27.60 to $184.80 per fortnight, for a couple by $26 to
$174.

“It’'s a good start but more needs to be done to help
renters,” Mr Henschke said.

“We recently heard from a couple paying $920 a
fortnight in rent.

As pensioners, this leaves them with only $907.40 a
fortnight to pay for food, fuel, utilities, and other expenses.”

Income limits for eligibility for the Commonwealth
Seniors Health Card are increasing by $5400 to
$95,400 per annum for singles and by $8640 to
$152,640 for couples combined.

With deeming rates frozen for two years, more self-funded
retirees could now be eligible for concessions.

Inclusive Innovations Tasmania (lIT) recently
held the first blind and low vision (BLV) AFL and
soccer come and try day at the Kingborough
Sports Centre (KSC).

It was also a chance for some of Blind Cricket Tasmania
‘Tigers’ state representative players to experience new
sports as part of some cross-training exercises.

The game’s styles have some slight adaptations to
the normal rules to allow BLV people to play, either in a
social context or at competition level against other teams.

The major difference is the audio ball, which for soccer
has a bell in it and the AFL ball has a constant buzzer

sound, so players can pick up the placement and speed
of the ball as they play.

Joe Arnold from AFL Tasmania’s community participation
team coached the participants on the basics of kicking,
handball and team interaction.

Many of the participants had never had the opportunity
to learn in a group and supported environment before.

IIT has a partnership with AFL Tasmania to expand
the access to BLV AFL in the state, with Kingborough
Council and the KSC continuing to support future
sessions in the area too.

The next session at KSC is on Sunday, October 15.
